4. You must pay your dormitory fee during the first week of each semester or vacation term and if you fail to make
timely payments, your contract may be terminated.

For
students who take the 10 week Intensive Korean Language Program during summer or winter vacation, the official
check-out date is the last day of the Language Program. No late check-out will be available in any cases.
